‘NP’ (no paper) means that the work for that course was not completed and no credit is awarded.

‘MC’ (medical certificate), ‘SC’ (self-certificate) or ‘GC’ (good cause) means that the coursework was completed
but that the student was unable to take the final examination for certified medical reasons or other good
cause respectively. ‘WITHHELD' indicates that the student was not eligible to undertake the final assessment
for the course.

Points on the Scale indicate levels of performance and do not correspond directly to percentage or other
marking systems.

The point 9 or D3 represents the minimum level of performance normally needed for a student to be
awarded credit for an individual course towards a first (undergraduate level) degree or a taught postgraduate
qualification.
